1 Corinthians 15v12-58– GGQ possible questions

1. In v.12-19, Paul makes a logical argument for the resurrection using a series of if/then statements.  For example:
v.12  If Christ is proclaimed as raised from the dead

         [Then] how can some of you say there is no resurrection of the dead?

List out the if/then statements and summarize how Paul uses these to prove the resurrection.  As noted in the example, “then” isn’t always mentioned in the text but you can identify the “then” statement by whatever conclusion Paul draws from the preceding “if” statement.

2. Read v.20-28.  Paul lists a number of events, beginning with the resurrection of Jesus, that outline the entire age in which we live until the end of the world.  List out these events and what order they occur.  Give several reasons from this passage about why the resurrection of Jesus is significant.   
In v.35-58, Paul turns from proving the resurrection to describing how the resurrection works.  Read this section and answer the following questions.
3. What will the resurrected body be like?  How is it different from our earthly bodies?
4. Paul compares Jesus to Adam several times in this section.  How is Jesus different from Adam and what does this have to do with the resurrection?
5. Why can’t flesh and blood inherit the kingdom of God? (v.50)

6. How does Paul end this section?  What does the Corinthians’ labor and work in the Lord have to do with the resurrection?
Application

1. How should believing in the resurrection affect your life now?  Try to think of several ways.
